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Report  

The Tamil Nadu Sustainability Conclave on Productivity and Green Growth was jointly 

organized by National Productivity Council, DPIIT, Ministry of Commerce and Industry, 

Government of India, Mother Teresa Women’s University, Kodaikanal & Indian Potash Limited 

on 19.06.2023 at Mother Teresa Women’s University, Kodaikanal.
